INTERNATIONAL CENTER FOR THE

ADVANCEMENT OF POLITICAL COMMUNICATION
AND ARGUMENTATION

Truman is one of only two American Universities with char-
ter Chapters of the International Center for the
Advancement of Political Communication and
Argumentation. Along with Florida State University, Truman
chartered the International Center in the fall of 1992. Other
Chapters of the consortium are independent political
research and training centers in St. Petersburg, Russia.

The purpose of the International Center is to study forms
of political communication and argument in their natural
settings and to discover practical applications of existing
theory. Public discourse of this type is an essential element
of the democratic process, and, as such, is part of the
political tradition of the Western democracies and most
pluralistic societies. The process of encouraging democrat-
ic reform in previously authoritarian states such as Russia
and the other former Soviet Republics necessarily involves
the promotion of similar traditions of public discourse.
Part of the mission of the International Center is to pro-
vide practical training in argumentation and communica-
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tion skills and to discover the ways in which such tradi-
tions emerge. The Chapters in Russia will enable partici-
pants in the International Center to test argumentation
and communication theory in a real-life laboratory and to
discover which elements of those theories are culture-spe-
cific and which are culture-invariant.

Activities of the International Center include solicitation of

external funding to support the following programs:

1. Collaborative research projects in political communica-
tion, argumentation, and leadership training with other
Chapter affiliations, particularly those in Russia.

2. Faculty and student Exchange Programs for the purpose
of attending conferences and symposia, presenting
workshops, teaching/taking classes, consultation, and
collaborative research.

3. Collaborative Information Exchange between the
Chapters, including videotapes of speeches by political
leaders in the respective countries and longitudinal pub-
lic opinion research data.

The headquarters of the International Center is at Florida
State University in Tallahassee.

Universities)

This consortium offers a choice of 15 sponsoring
Universities from which to choose programs. All courses are
open to students provided they meet the prerequisite for the
courses. These Universities have Colleges of Architecture,
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Art and Design, Arts and Social Science, Economics and
Commerce, Education, Engineering, Law, Medicine and
Health Sciences, Music, Nursing, Science, Mathematics, and
Humanities. Australian Studies are also available.

Bond University (Sponsored through Truman State
University and the College Consortium of International
Studies)

A semester or year-long program at one of the two private
universities in Australia. Students take two to three courses
in humanities, history, Australian studies, computer sci-
ence, law, and business.

1. Laica University, Guayaquil. The principal language of
instruction is Spanish although cultural courses on
Latin America are taught in English. The purpose of the
program is to enable students to develop Spanish lan-
guage skills in an intensive format, and to learn, first
hand, about issues and trends in Latin America.
Advanced students of Spanish can take regular courses
in journalism, law, education, engineering, etc. Another
program places an emphasis on history, literature, and
area studies of Latin America, and is offered in Spanish.
Laica University also offers an intensive Spanish pro-
gram for Truman students. Our students can fulfill the
foreign language requirement for the Bachelor of Arts
degree in one semester.

2. Universidad San Francisco de Quito, Quito. Offers a
wide array of courses taught in Spanish according to
proficiency level. Intensive language courses in Spanish
are also available.

England, London

. Missouri/London Program at Imperial College, London.
A program offering a variety of subjects including eco-
nomics, history, political science, philosophy, manage-
ment, and a required course in British life and culture.

Participants will have the
opportunity to observe the current European transition
through special field trips. Cultural aspects and historical
sights of the countries will be observed. An appreciation
and acceptance of cultural differences is a goal.

Eygpt

Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

This summer two-week course is a field study of the city
of Cairo incorporating literary, historical, archaeological,
and art in a historical examination of the city through
readings, on site visits, and student writing, English is
the language of instruction.

Germany

Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

A 3-week program centered on German Language, daily
life and culture sites and events, including music, art, and
theatre. Excursions to Potsdam and Leipzig are also a part
of the course. To acclimate students to life in Berlin, there
will be a home stay during the first week of the course.
German is the language of instruction.

Germany/Italy

Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

This three-week course teaches how social, political,
religious, and economic power is reflected in the art
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and architecture of Italy and Germany, and how recurring
themes change over the millennia from the foundation

of Republican Rome (c.a. 509 BC) through Nazi Germany.
English is the language of instruction.

Greece

Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

This interim program teaches about the shift from pagan
to Christian worldviews in Greek antiquity by examining
several sites of the ancient and Byzantine Greek world,
such as Athens, Delphi, and Corinth. English is the
language of instruction.

Ireland/France

Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

A three-week course conducted on the west coast of
Ireland and the Brittany coast of France that serves as a
first course in marine biology. Also included are tours to
natural, cultural and historical sites in both countries.
Students will investigate the biology of rocky shores, mud-
flats, sandy beaches and the organisms of subtidal habi-
tats. The biological diversity of marine birds, mammals,
fishes, and invertebrates will be studied. The trip will end
in Paris for visits of French cultural sites.

Middle East

Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

The 4-week Mideast tour with a Truman faculty member
provides students experience in archeological digs at
Bethsaida along with travel in Egypt, Israel, Syria, and
Turkey. English is the language of instruction.

Norway

Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

A 3-week program centered on environmental Science and
Norwegian Culture. Students will be accompanied by a
Truman faculty member. Requirements for the program are
General Chemistry II or permission of the instructor.
English is the language of instruction.

Philippines

Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

This 3-week course will be conducted in the Philippines
and will focus on the nursing practice and baccalaureate
nursing education in the Philippines. The areas of nursing
practice that will be focused are Medical-Surgical,
Pediatric, Obstetric and Community Health Nursing.
Experiences will be based on the student’s areas of interest
in the above mentioned areas. Nursing students will be
integrated with Filipino nursing students in the clinical
settings. The course will include clinical experiences.
There will be tours of various health care facilities. Insight
into the Philippine culture will be gained by visiting major
historical sites, recreational facilities and participation in
some of the cultural festivities.

Spain

Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State
University)

A 6-week program providing language and culture instruc-
tion taught by a Truman State faculty member and the fac-
ulty at one of the best universities in Salamanca. Students
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are placed in courses according to proficiency level. the country. There is also a two-week tour of Madrid,
Students participate in the culture by living with a family Barcelona, Seville, Cérdoba, Granada, and Malaga. Spanish
as well as taking weekend excursions to various parts of is the language of instruction.
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
